The lake water is tested frequently for quality, clarity, lake levels and work is done to prevent or treat any invasive species like purple loosestrife and prevent the introductions of milfoil.

DLA members also keep Bear Island cleaned up and also a road pickup crew.

Obviously the goal is to keep Deer Lake as pristine as possible and the DLA does the best possible to maintain this goal.

The DLA provides scholarships to both Grand Rapids and Deer River High Schools.  Also we provide a research grant to Itasca Community College for students to study our lake.

All work and no play are not good for any one or any organization.  One of our events for children is our fishing contest on July 3rd.  If you have little children or grandchildren then join the group.  Fun for all!
Social events (called Fun time Activities) are also provided, a good time to meet other lake residents and have some fun.  Some of these include a book club, canoeing group, golf, hiking, informal BBQ’s nature hikes, ladies of the lake events, garden club, bridge, etc.
